5. Click Begin Registration. 
6. You will be told your application 

number. It is recommended you 
write this number down in case you 
need to close out of the application 
and return to it later. 

7. Follow the directions provided on 
the screen to complete the 
registration.

Parent/Guardian: A person who is entrusted by law with the care of a minor. Example: Mom, 
Dad, Foster Mom, Foster Dad, Educational Advocate, etc. 
 
Emergency Contact: Any person who should be contacted if a parent/guardian cannot be reached. 
 
Other Household Member: Any person who is not a parent/guardian, emergency contact, or 
student that lives in the same household as the student(s). Example: brother or sister not attending 
a USD 437 school. 
 
Student: Any person who will be attending a USD 437 school.
